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Jihaad for the Impoverished and Weak
Muslim prophecies exist indicating that a time will come when the corrupt will rule and the vulnerable people will suffer.  This situation seems to exist in the world as currently, big businesses have power and control.  As a result, resources are taken from third world countries to support big business in making even more money by selling the best fruit, vegetables, lentils and flours to the wealthier nations.  The corrupt elements within the west including The World Bank and International Monetary Fund [George & Sabelli 1994] entrap the leaders of developing countries with debt which is, in some cases enforced upon them.  If they refuse to continue taking the debt, or selling resources cheaply to the west then an assassination of the leader is attempted, failing this, the country is invaded to implement a regime change [Perkins 2007].  You may recognise the characteristics of such a process with regards Saddam Hussain, when he ended his dealings with the corrupt elements within America.  Furthermore, these corrupt people are busy patenting seeds so we will eventually be unable to grow plants unless we buy from them alone.  There is a further catch; if we plant seeds bought from them, we will no longer be allowed to use the seeds produced to replant without the consent of the powerful [Shiva 2000] as they will be under patent control.  We will be slaves, at the mercy of the rich and powerful whoever they be.
Furthermore, such corrupt elements play with economies causing peaks and troughs in financial markets in order to maximise their profits by taking over bankrupt businesses and repossessing homes [Veon 2003].  When these people decide to play with a commodity, you can see its effects as the price of the commodity will begin to rocket.  This occurred recently with the housing market and is currently taking place with the gas and electric industry within the UK.  This also perpetuates slavery to the system of the elite.
The corrupt business elite take most of the food grown by the people of developing nations and gain wealth by selling it to you and me via the superstores that exist in western countries.  They kill people of the Middle East to gain control of the oil reserves which you and I consume via any plastic products, polymeric fabrics, paints, cleaners and fuel we buy.
We are trapped.  Many of us are in despair; where can we purchase our food and fuels so that we may know it is untainted with the blood of people from Palestine, Ethiopia, Iraq, Afghanistan as well as many other parts of the globe?  The list is endless and yet continues to grow because of our appetites.  Although there is sometimes little alternative but to purchase items, we must take steps in order to become self sufficient.  It is crucial that we; 

· Begin to grow our own fruit and vegetables
· Learn how to preserve foods over the winter months without fridges and freezers
· Begin making butter, mayonnaise, cheese etc. to minimise purchasing
· Learn how to bake cakes and biscuits, again to minimise purchasing 

· Begin making cleaners which are not oil based, it is possible
· Learn about alternative fuels; there are books which teach you how to make solar panels.  You can also convert gas fires into log fires which can use fast growing garden trees as fuel.  

In my humble opinion, there is little distinction between the corrupt, the Zionists,  NWO, Antichrist and Dajjal elements.  We need to counter such elements within the world through prayer, having a voice in terms of lobbying MP’s, writing to newspapers, but we must also live humble lives minimising consumerism significantly so that the number of people consuming from big business is reduced drastically and the gutter elite are destroyed from all sides. Admonition, and the teaching Might profit him?

As to one who regards 

Himself as self-sufficient,

To him dost thou attend;,
 Allah revealed these verses when the Prophet pbuh had turned away from a blind man who had come to him as Mohammad pbuh, was talking to the leaders of his time.  Perhaps the prophet pbuh felt that inviting the leaders to Islam would make a greater impact but Allah knows who will make a greater impact.  He doesn't care for leadership to implement His Plan, Allah felt a blind man was more worthy of the Prophet's time, may peace be upon him.  Allah can work through what may appear as an insignificant individual.  We should have true faith that we, as humble individuals can make a difference, without money, extensive funding or weapons.  There is merely a need for lateral thinking.
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
